….A complete contrast, really, is a book by Timothy Knatchbull called “From a Clear Blue Sky.” Timothy Knatchbull and his twin brother were the grandchildren of Lord Mountbatten. When the Irish Republican Army blew up the boat on which they were fishing in 1979, Timothy survived, and his twin brother died. It’s a very poignant, clearsighted, heartbreaking but ultimately positive account of that experience and his own coming to terms with the mourning of his brother and the process of his own rehabilitation.
